
The Town is moving to an automated service using trash and 

recycling carts on wheels.  Each residential unit will be given a 65-gallon trash 

and a 65-gallon recycling container.  The carts have flip tops, which will help 

eliminate items being blown around.  The trash will be collected weekly.  The 

recycling will be collected every other week (EOW).   

Residents North of Hwy T will have recyclables collected on the GOLD week.  

Residents South of Hwy T will have their recyclables 

picked up on the GREEN week. 

Following a 30-day trial, people may switch to a smaller 35

-gallon or to a larger 95-gallon cart.  An upgrade to a 95-

gallon cart will cost the resident $60/annually, which will 

be billed directly to them.  The 30-day period will give you 

an opportunity to find out whether you truly need a bigger 

or smaller container.  You may feel that the 65-gallon is too 

large, but if you use it a while, you may find it’s just right.  

We anticipate that the carts will be delivered to your drive-

way the week of December 14, but they are not to be used 

until the first automated pick up in 2010. 

All recyclables are now “Single-Sort”.  Meaning, we can 

place all allowed recyclables into the recycling cart (yellow 

top).  There is no need to bag newspaper, just put recyclable 

items in the cart.  All plastics marked with the recycling 

symbol, except for oil cans be recycled.  Because the carts 

are covered there should be fewer problems with wet news-

paper and for items to be blown around.    

The last manual pick up will be on December 26, a Satur-

day, since Christmas in on a Friday this year.  The first

I would like to remind you again that I can 

only accept checks that are made payable to 

the Town of Sun Prairie.

If your mortgage/

escrow company makes the check payable 

to the City of Sun Prairie, the City needs to 

endorse the check over to the Town.  An 

even bigger consideration in regard to this 

issue is if I receive a check made out to an-

other municipality near the end of the 

month, you may miss the payment deadline 

while trying to get the error corrected.  

Please contact your mortgage immediately 

company to get this corrected.  Also, if you 

are listed as a payee on the check, you need 

to endorse the back.  The bank will likely 

send the check back to me for endorsement, 

which in turn may make your payment late. 



automated collection will be the following week, also on a Saturday, January 2, because New Years falls on 

a Friday. 

On collection day the carts need to be at the end of your driveway, not in the road, not in front of snow 

banks.  Just as with our other trash containers you have to be careful as to placement.  

The carts are to be 2 feet apart so the automated “arms” can have access, as well as 2 

feet away from any fixed objects (mailboxes).

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The map is slightly offset to better help residents determine the area they are in. 
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Carts are best located side-by-side 2 feet apart 

and away from fixed objects

the road, front of cart facing road

The price of salt has risen to $62.00/ton with the reserve supply costing 

$75.48/ton.  The rate for 2008-2009 was $46.35 and $51.83.  We have a 

good supply of salt for this season, but due to the higher costs we will be 

stretching our supply by mixing salt with sand at times.  At some point the 

highway crew may be salting and sanding only the hills, curves, intersections 

and stop signs. The plow drivers are asking all vehicle drivers to slow down 

and drive cautiously on winter roads. 

Make sure your mailbox 

and post are secure.  

Flying wet snow from 

the plow can easily push 

one over.  If you are re-

placing a mailbox, con-

sider a black one, as 

they are easier to see in 

a snowstorm.  The mail-

box should be 3 feet 

from the edge of the 

pavement.

2010 CENSUS 
10 Questions, 10 Minutes 

To Define Who We Are as a Nation 

What:   The census is a count of everyone residing in the United States. 

Who:  All U.S. residents must be counted – both citizens and non citizens. 

When: You will receive your questionnaire in March 2010 either by U.S. mail 

or hand delivery.   

Why:   The U.S. Constitution requires a national census once every 10 years to 

count the population and determine the number of seats each state will 

have in the U.S. House of Representatives.   

How:  Households should complete and mail back their questionnaires upon 

receipt.  Households that do not respond may receive a replacement 

questionnaire in early April.  Census takers will visit households that 

do not return questionnaires to take a count in person. 

The Importance of  Census Data 

Every year, the federal government allocates more than $400 billion to states 

and communities based, in part, on census data. 

Census data are used to determine locations for retail stores, schools, hospi-

tals, new housing developments and other community facilities. 

Census data determine boundaries for state and local legislature and con-

gressional districts. 

2010 Census Questionnaire:  Easy, Important and Safe 

With only 10 questions, the 2010 Census questionnaire takes approximately 

10 minutes to complete.  Households are asked to provide key demo-

graphic information, including: whether a housing unit is rented or 

owned; the address of the residence; and the names, genders, ages and 

races of other living in the household. By law, the Census Bureau cannot 

share an individual’s responses with anyone, including other federal 

agencies and law enforcement entities.

2010 BUDGET  
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The Board has worked hard to develop a budget with an increase of only +0.92 %.  The total 2010 Ex-

penses and Revenue are down by -21.2%.  There is a road improvement loan with a balance of approxi-

mately $191,064.   Major road construction/repair needs are being delayed until the loan is paid off, 

which will be in 2011. 

Curbside Collection costs did increase from $110 to $125 mainly due to increase in fuel costs and state 

increased tipping fees.   The Town has just committed to a new 5 year contract, as described earlier in 

this newsletter.  The increases for the following 4 years will be less that the increase between 2009 and 

2010.  Waste Management covered their fuel increases for the last several years.  The tipping fee in-

crease from June through December, 2009 is being covered by the Town as a budget over run; neither of 

these costs were passed on to the residents in 2009. 

The Town portion of your tax bill should be fairly close to last year’s Town portion. If you made major 

improvements there will be an increase.
